Insurance and Medical Care

National Health Insurance

Foreigners who stay in Japan for 3 months or longer are obliged to buy Japanese National Health Insurance (NHI).
The insured who gets medical care and/or prescription of medication only has to pay 30% of the actual medical cost
because of the support of NHI system for the remaining 70% of the cost.

Medical care cost support system (a system unique to Asahi University)
Students who get medical care in Asahi University Medical and Dental Center located on campus and apply for a refund
thereafter may get a refund of the total cost paid at the facility for the medical care covered by NHI. Even if students get
medical care not covered by NHI, 50% of the total cost paid at the facility may be refunded.

This medical care cost support is applicable to the medical care given to Asahi University students (including JLCC
students) in any of the following three medical facilities of Asahi University:

* Asahi University Medical and Dental Center

+ Asahi University Hospital

* PDI Dental Clinic at Gifu
